* Always lock your bike when not in use, even for a minute
* When out always lock & secure your bike in a well-lit public area

* Home or away, use a good quality D-lock, locking the wheels &
frame to an immovable point, even when stored in a garage or shed

* Remember to keep your bike out of sight to passers by & locked
when at home

* Mark your bike frame with a property marking product, this will
help police locate and return stolen property. Consider registering
on www.bikeregister.com or www.immobilise.com
